Did You Know?

The sun delivers more energy in one hour than we use 

worldwide in one year.  Twenty days of sunshine equals 

all the energy stored in earth as coal, oil and natural gas. 

The average household spends 25 to 30% of its utility 

bill heating water. If every US home installed a solar 

water heater, our reduction in carbon emissions would 

equal the quadrupling of fuel efficiency in all our cars. 

The US consumes 26% of world energy yet represents 

only 5% of the population.  Two-thirds of our energy is 

used to heat, cool and light our buildings.  85% of all 

that power comes from burning fossil fuels.  

In one month, a 5 kilowatt PV solar system, the most 

common household size, eliminates 1500 pounds of 

carbon dioxide emissions, 750 pounds of burned coal 

and 525 gallons of consumed water. 

With only half the sunshine of other countries, Germany 

is the world’s largest producer of solar energy.

If everyone in the US devoted three square feet to solar 

panels, we would reduce our dependency on foreign 

oil by one third.  92 square miles of solar panels could 

totally power the entire continental US.

The sun’s free, clean, abundant energy is unaffected by 

price fluctuations, cartels, boycotts and taxes.
